Have you been interested in hosting a trip, but need some
help coming up with a good plan? This paddling season,
CCPAC is trying a new approach to trip hosting. We are
recruiting Trip Leaders to host suggested trips that
CCPAC lists on the website.

Our first project will be a season’s worth of trips along the
IAntrim County Chain-of-Lakes. Here’s how it works.
CCPAC posts the trip with a good description, level of
difficulty, put-in's and take-out’s, places to stop for a break
or snack, and even a nice place for gathering afterwards.
All you need to do is volunteer to be the host! Our goal is
to inspire you to take the leap towards hosting your very
first trip!

There are five proposed Chain-of-Lakes trips: Elk Lake to
Torch River, Torch River to Clam River, Clam Lake to
Downtown Bellaire, Intermediate Lake to Ellsworth Lake,
and Ellsworth Lake to Six Mile Lake. These are all Level
2 trips (weather permitting) with paddling along the
shorelines. Some trips will be through protected areas
and we can expect to see wildlife, including bald eagles,
painted turtles, mink, blue herons, beavers and muskrats,
to name a few. All proposed stops and rest areas have
bathroom facilities available. Trips can be modified as
necessary, i.e.; if it's too long for you, we will find a way to
modify it to accommodate your needs.
